With the GCS Control Panel, Ghiel-
metti presents its latest control soft-
ware for the unit series "channel
switcher GCS". Along with the usual
functions of a hardware control, as
the connecting or disconnecting of
channels and the indication of the
actual switching status the software
has been upgraded with several
operating facilities. A complete swit-
ching configuration can be prepared
and activated by a proceed button.
Further it is possible, that several
users may have access simultane-
ously to the same channel switcher.
The conventional control panels for
Ghielmetti channel switchers (GCS)
allow a switch-over of 8 to 32
channels.

Because of customers requirements
the control has been expanded up
to 72 channels.

Marcel Kaltschmied redesigned the
software and enlarged its capacity to
72 channels.

Today all channel switchers may be
connected to a PC, so that channels
can easily be switched-over singu-
larly or in groups on screen.

Compared to conventional control
panels, this system allows a remote
control from 2 independent locati-
ons.

Another advantage is that the user
can preselect and finally activate the
switch-overs together. This ensures
that wrong chosen connections are
not switched-over immediately.

The labelling of pushbuttons on the
conventional control panels was
only partially possible. On the scre-
en the single fields can easily be la-
belled.

The software has been designed for
an easy operating through touch
screen.

All channels may be switched-over
by buttons. Thanks to programming
in Java the program can be used
on Linux, Mac OS X, Windows
2000, Vista and Windows 7.

guaranteed due to transparency and
user friendliness of the ERP system.

An easy data transfer for the new
Ghielmetti website is ensured by ex-
portation of sorted data records,
thus the product datas are identical
with those on the NVinity database.

Our electronics apprentice has finis-
hed his training successfully. With
enthusiasm and knowledge he
applied himself to different tasks.
Repairs and maintenance formed
part of his activity as well as deve-
lopment of different equipment, e.g.
a LCR-measurement device or a po-
wer supply unit. The development of
a test environment allows automatic
measurements of temperature and
impedance on video connector mo-
dules in a conditioning cabinet, so
that boring work as pluging-in and
out manually umpteen times is not
applicable. Test results are sent au-
tomatically to the PC.

For his final examination project
Thomas developed and program-
med an electronic router. Thomas is
glad to remain with Ghielmetti for
another year. Then he will begin the
study at the University of Applied
Sciences. Actually he is visiting ext-
ra-occupationally a  preparatory
course at the centre for advanced
training in Brugg.

Production manager and chief of
quality management following
ISO9000

Ghielmetti attaches great import-
ance to quality. A complete final in-
spection on functionality and optical
outfit of the units guarantees an effi-
cient operability of the products.

Since February 2008 our production
and quality manager Carmelo Risu-
scitazione is responsible to authori-
se for shipment only those matrix
boards and tripping matrixes, which
have been carefully put to the acid
test. All audio patch panels are tes-
ted with an automatic measurement
system. For matrix boards the final
test is made following the test pro-
cedure.

All output signals on the units are
tested on short circuits and breaks
with a digital ohmmeter. If the
seasoned electronic technician
detects any defects the unit returns
back in the production department
to rectify the slip. A test protocol
shows exactly the measurement
results. Additionally also in-process
inspections are made.

The employees in the production
department control each individual
production step and confirm by
stamping, that every step has been
executed successfully. Each unit not
having been stamped will return in
the  production  department.
Quality check starts at goods re-
ceipt. Every unit is tested and in
case of lack returned to the supp-
lier.

As quality and production manager
Carmelo is also responsible to deli-
ver within the agreed time.
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
